(3/ Industries
Transparency Initiative
(EITI) supports improved
governance in countries rich
in natural resources. It does
this through the full
publication and verification
of company payments and
government revenues from
mining, oil and gas. Those
involved in the initiative
are-companies, governments,
international organizations
and local community
representatives working in
partnership in developing
countries in order to increase
the accountability of
governments and companies.
Many countries are rich in
oil, gas and minerals and
studies have shown that
when governance is good
these resources can generate
large revenues to foster
economic growth and reduce
poverty. However, when
transparency and
accountability are weak,
they may instead contribute
to poverty, corruption and
conflict-the so called
“resource curse”. The EITI
aims to fight this curse and
the Ghana version is the
Ghana EITI (GHEITI).
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EDITORIAL

he Extractive industries

transparency initiative is a

voluntary initiative,
supported by a coalition of
companies, government,
investors and civil society
organization. It aims to provide
transparency over the legitimate
payments by companies to
government as well as
transparency over legitimate
revenues by the host countries.
Comparison of data should allow
detection of discrepancies and so
bring about greater
accountability.

BRIEF HISTORY

The EITI was launched by the UK
Prime Minister at the World
Summit on Sustainable
Development in Johannesburg,
South Africa in September 2002.

EITI focuses both on the
declaration of company payments
and government revenues in the
Extractive Sector with Non-
Governmental
Organizations/Civil Society
Organizations expected to play
the watchdog role.

It is therefore expected that,
public understanding of
government revenues and
expenditure through
transparency as the EITI seeks to
do could help public debate and
inform choice of appropriate and
realistic options for sustainable
development.

Ghana has been implementing
EITI in the mining sector since
its sign up in 2003. The Ghana
EITI has been sited on many
international and national fora
as one of the EITI success in
the world. Ghana was the first
country to have applied the
EITI to the mining sector and
also the first country to have
applied the EITI to the sub
national level. The Ghana EITI
has also achieved the
following so far;

e In line with EITI
principles, extensive
nationwide sensitization
programmes were carried
out between 2004-2009.
Stakeholders from
Tarkwa, Koforidua,
Obuasi, Kumasi, Sunyani
and Accra drawn from
District Assemblies,

alidation represents
V the EITI’s quality

assurance mechanism.
The main objective of the EITI
validation is to provide an
independent assessment,
including verification, of the
progress a country has made in
implementing the EITI, and to
make recommendations that
may help improve or sustain
the EITI in the future.
Validation is critical to
maintaining the initiative’s
integrity and status as an
international standard, and an
integral component of the EITI
process.

Validation is also the
mechanism the EITI Board uses

to determine a country’s
Candidate or Compliant status.
The EITI requires Candidates
to complete a Validation to
assess progress in
implementing EITI and
whether Compliant status has
been achieved.

Candidate countries are
expected to complete the
validation exercise before the
deadline of 9th March, 2010.
Countries that do not meet this
deadline may face the
consequences of being delisted.

The report clearly identified
gaps in the legal frame work accountability in the
for transparency and generation and use of
extractive sector
revenue in Ghana.
These include the
fact that, even
though "the receipt
and handling of
payments due to
Government are
regulated by
provisions of the
Constitution, the
Financial
Administration
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Act, 2003 (Act 654) and the
Financial Administration
Regulations, 2004 (LI 1802)
there are no legal provisions
which require any Government
institution to publish
information specifically about
the revenues generated or
collected from mineral
operations". Others are: the
absence of obligation to publish
annual accounts in the Gazette;
difficulty in accessing information
on annual returns filed with the

Minerals Commission is
required to maintain (pursuant
to section 106 of Act 703) include
references to stability, mineral
development and other similar
agreements, and made available
for inspection at the
Commission and at the District
Assembly in the area in which
the particular rights holder
operates. It also expresses the
hope that the Freedom of
Information Bill if passed into
law will ease access to these
documents.

The report tables two options in
terms of the available legislative
interventions to deal with the

inadequacies in the existing
frame work. These are: gap-
filling, which implies
amendments to the relevant laws
and regulations; and the
enactment of a standalone law
on the Extractive Industries
Transparency Initiative.

A consensus was arrived at as
the stakeholders decided that the
Ghana EITI should have a
standalone law. Mr. Tsikata
suggested a broad Framework
Act for the Ghana EITI.

The Civil Society Group has
therefore been tasked to prepare
a draft Framework Act for
further discussions by the NSC.

Civil
Society representatives
from Mongolia and
representatives from
Ghana’s Development
Partners and International
Organizations also
participated.
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< Ghana EITI has produced
three EITI Audit reports
which have triggered
some key reforms
currently taking place
within some government
institutions. These reforms
are:

Establishment of a Multi
revenue Task force at the
Minerals Commission to
promote inter sectoral
collaboration among
revenue agencies.

Publication and disclosure
of all government releases
that go to the District
Assemblies by the Office

of the Administrator of
Stool Lands.

Ongoing efforts to establish
guidelines for the
utilization of mining
revenues by the District
Assemblies.

The review of the fiscal
regime of the mining sector
to ensure that mining
companies pay more than
3% for mineral royalty.

Measures to ensure that
mining companies pay
ground rent.
